Founded in 2013, the Sydell and Arnold Miller Center for Entrepreneurial Studies at Hawken is the original “proof of concept” for the learning model of Hawken’s mastery-style learning.
The core principles for this method are:
· Learning experiences are organized around real-world problem-solving, where students learn while working on challenges with community partners.
· We use new methods of teaching designed to maximize individual growth, allowing for more project-based and personalized learning.
· Our mastery assessment model emphasizes feedback for growth and credits enduring, deep, and transferable learning.

About Us
Hawken School is a preschool-12 co-ed independent day school with four campuses spanning the greater Cleveland, Ohio area. Founded by James A. Hawken, a John Dewey-inspired progressive educator, more than 100 years ago, we’ve returned to our progressive roots in the last decade and established ourselves as an industry leader in progressive education, including founding the Mastery Transcript Consortium, a national organization aimed at reinventing how students prepare for college, careers, and life. We have two high school campuses: the Mastery School of Hawken in the University Circle neighborhood of Cleveland, and the Upper School, located in Gates Mills, Ohio. Both Upper School and Mastery School students enroll in the Macros offered through the Miller Institute for Entrepreneurial Studies. The Miller Center for Entrepreneurial Studies is located in Hawken’s Gries Center in University Circle alongside the Mastery School of Hawken.
In August 2020, we launched the Mastery School of Hawken, a new project- and problem-based ungraded high school in the University Circle neighborhood of Cleveland. We will graduate our second class of seniors in June of 2024.
Committed to strengthening our relationship to our city, we are building this school for greater socioeconomic access by offering a significant number of seats to full-need students from the city of Cleveland.
The Journey
Within one month, you will:
· Learn how our model of teaching and learning works by participating in training through the Korda Institute for Teaching (http://kordainstitute.org)
· Participate in an all-school onboarding experience designed to connect you to colleagues across Hawken and our city
· Engage in a Mastery-School specific onboarding experience
· Build initial connections with key community partners
· Design and teach learning experiences in the Entrepreneurship Macro
Within three months, you will:
· Collaborate closely with colleagues on all aspects of program implementation, jumping in to help as needed
· Engage in new faculty support sessions designed to be responsive to what you’ll likely experience in your first few months
Within six months, you will:
· Engage and reflect with colleagues on an ongoing basis about your learning, growth, and development
· Refine your instructional practice with ongoing coaching from the Korda Institute for Teaching, the Head of the Mastery School, and collaboration with peers
· Begin planning for ongoing Macro offerings through the Miller Institute for Entrepreneurial Studies
This position will require training in summer 2024 with a full-time start in August 2024.
